Fourth Grade Students — California Standards Test (CST) Performance Level
All fourth grades students improved their mean CST Language Arts score, but TutorWorks participants improved by nearly twice the amount as students
who did not participate in TutorWorks. TutorWorks participants improved by .93 (1.81 - 2.74). Fourth grade students who did not participate in TutorWorks
improved by .48 (3.27 — 3.75). The results of this analysis showed a significant interaction between pre/post CST test scores and group: F=7.226, p=.008.
